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MINIMUM WAGE INCREASE

On January 1, 2006 the minimum wage goes up to $7.25

Montpelier, VT (December 26, 2005) . . . The Department of Labor would like to remind Vermont employers and employees that on January 1, 2006 the state minimum wage will increase to $7.25 per hour from $7.00 per hour.

For employers of "tipped" employees (those receiving at least $30.00 per month in tips), the minimum base wage will stay at $3.65 per hour. If the combination of $3.65 per hour, plus the amount of an employee’s tips does not average at least $7.25 per hour, the employer must make up the difference by increasing the employee’s hourly rate.
